
TERMS OF REFERENCE
FLOOD PROTECTION WORKING GROUP

AIM OF THE WORKING GROUP

The Aim of the Working Group is to provide additional co-ordination, detailed study and impetus to issues related to flooding affecting the Parish referred to it for consideration by the Parish Council.
OBJECTIVES
1. To collate information relating to seasonal flooding and its impact within the Parish
2. To develop cross boundary partnerships in order to effectively lobby for improvements from Environment Agency and others
3. To consider possible projects/improvements that might be funded by the use of Neighbourhood Fund CiL and other external funding resources.
4. To provide a focus for response to the SNWRR proposals and their potential impact on the Parish
5. To consider ways of communicating/engaging with the wider Parish on flood prevention measures
MEMBERSHIP

Membership shall consist of councillors appointed to the group by the Parish Council, and by invitation to other local residents/individuals with an interest or expertise in flood prevention locally.  The majority of the members should be council members.
AUTHORITY AND REPORTING
· The working party should report to the body from which it was formed, i.e. the Parish Council.
· The working party shall not have power to exercise, on behalf of the council, any authority, nor to incur expenditure without prior authority to that body.
· The chairman of the working party should be appointed by the Parish Council.
· Working parties are informal and meetings can be held anywhere, without public notice.  They are not open to members of the public.  Therefore formal minutes are not required. 
· Notes should be taken to facilitate reporting back to the Parish Council.
· The working party shall refer back to the full Parish Council with findings, and recommendations shall be made to the Parish Council for decision making.  Decisions may only be made by the full Council, and not the working party alone.
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
